What is  revelation?



“The English word revelation is 
translated from a Greek word 

apocalypse, meaning to make known 
or uncover.” (Bible Dictionary)

“Continuous revelation from God to 
His Saints, through the Holy Ghost or 

by other means, such as visions, 
dreams, or visitations, makes possible 

daily guidance along true paths…” 
(Bible Dictionary) 

“‘The Holy Ghost is a revelator,’ said 
Joseph Smith, and ‘no man can 
receive the Holy Ghost without 
receiving revelations’ (HC 6:58). 
Without revelation, all would be 

guesswork, darkness, and 
confusion.” (Bible Dictionary)

Example: Adam and Eve offering sacrifices. “I know not, 
save the Lord commanded me” (Moses 5:6).

With some gospel principles, you may 
have no learning or application but you 

are a believer because of the Spirit

Example: Cornelius was “a devout man, and one that 
feared God with all his house (Luke 10:2), but he had not 

been taught or baptized.

With some gospel principles, you apply 
gospel principles because of your 
belief, but you have little learning

Example: The woman with the issue of blood “came behind 
him, and touched the border of his garment: and immediately 

her issue of blood stanched [ceased]” (Luke 8:44).

With some gospel principles, you have 
lots of learning and lots of application, 

but you do not believe

Example: Laman and Lemuel. They left Jerusalem reluctantly. 
They obtained the plates reluctantly. They built the ship reluctantly.

difficult time applying.

Example: Word of Wisdom. “…the spirit indeed is willing, 
but the flesh is weak (Matthew 26:41).

Further, for the gospel to be written in your heart, you need to know what it is and grow to 
understand it more fully. That means you will study it. When I say “study,” I mean something 
more than reading. It is a good thing sometimes to read a book of scripture within a set period 
of time to get an overall sense of its message, but for conversion, you should care more about 
the amount of time you spend in the scriptures than about the amount you read in that time. I 
see you sometimes reading a few verses, stopping to ponder them, carefully reading the verses 
again, and as you think about what they mean, praying for understanding, asking questions in 
your mind, waiting for spiritual impressions, and writing down the impressions and insights that 
come so you can remember and learn more. Studying in this way, you may not read a lot of 
chapters or verses in a half hour, but you will be giving place in your heart for the word of God, 
and He will be speaking to you. (D. Todd Christofferson, April 2004) B

LINE UPON LINE



“I will give unto the children of men 
line upon line, precept upon 
precept, here a little and there a 
little; and blessed are those who 
hearken unto my precepts, and 
lend an ear unto my counsel, for 
they shall learn wisdom; for unto 
him that receiveth I will give more; 
and from them that shall say, We 
have enough, from them shall be 
taken away even that which they 
have.” (2 Nephi 28:30)
 When God communicates that priceless truth to us, He does it by the Spirit of 

Truth. We have to ask for it in prayer. Then He sends us a small part of that 
truth by the Spirit. It comes to our hearts and minds. It feels good, like the light 

from the sun shining through the clouds on a dark day. (Henry B. Eyring, “A 
Life Founded in Light and Truth,” BYU Devotional, August 15, 2000, page 2)

He sends truth line upon line, like the lines on the page of a book. Each time a line of 
truth comes to us, we get to choose what we will do about the light and truth God has 
sent to us. If we try hard to do what that truth requires of us, God will send more light 

and truth. It will go on, line after line, as long as we choose to obey the truth. (Henry B. 
Eyring, “A Life Founded in Light and Truth,” BYU Devotional, August 15, 2000, page 2)
